4.1		 The	entry	fee	is	£60	per	boat.			
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4.2		 For	 boats	 visi>ng	 Chichester	 Harbour	who	 have	 not	 already	 paid	Harbour	 Dues,	 there	 is	 a	
£2.00	charge	payable	on	top	of	the	race	fees.	This	should	be	paid	to	ISC	alongside	the	entry	
fee	and	will	be	forwarded	to	the	Chichester	Harbour	Conservancy.

The	Race	CommiWee	aims	to	run	6	
in	total	taking	into	account	an>cipated	weather	condi>ons.	 	It	is	expected	that	up	to	3	races	
will	be	held	back	to	back	each	day.

b.	When	4	or	more	are	completed,	there	will	be	one	discard.	

c.	When	6	or	more	are	completed,	there	will	be	two	discards.

9.			 ACKNOWLEDGEMENT	OF	RISK	AND	RISK	STATEMENT		

Rule	 4	 of	 the	 Racing	 Rules	 of	 Sailing	 states:	 “The	 responsibility	 for	 a	 boat’s	 decision	 to	
par>cipate	in				a	race	or	to	con>nue	racing	is	hers	alone.”		

Sailing	is	by	its	nature	an	unpredictable	sport	and	therefore	inherently	involves	an	element	of	
risk.		By	taking	part	in	the	event,	each	compe>tor	agrees	and	acknowledges	that:		

a) They	are	aware	of	the	inherent	element	of	risk	involved	in	the	sport	and	accept	responsibility	
for	the	exposure	of	themselves,	their	crew	and	their	boat	to	such	inherent	risk	whilst	taking	
part	in	the	event;		

b) They	 are	 responsible	 for	 the	 safety	 of	 themselves,	 their	 crew,	 their	 boat	 and	 their	 other	
property	whether	afloat	or	ashore;		

c) They	accept	 responsibility	 for	any	 injury,	damage	or	 loss	 to	 the	extent	caused	by	their	own	
ac>ons	or	omissions;		

d) Their	boat	is	in	good	order,	equipped	to	sail	in	the	event	and	they	are	fit	to	par>cipate;		

e) The	provision	of	a	race	management	team,	support	boats	and	other	officials	and	volunteers	
by	the	event	organiser	does	not	relieve	them	of	their	own	responsibili>es;		

f) The	 provision	 of	 support	 boat	 cover	 is	 limited	 to	 such	 assistance,	 par>cularly	 in	 extreme	
weather	condi>ons,	as	can	be	prac>cally	provided	in	the	circumstances;		

g) It	 is	their	responsibility	to	familiarize	themselves	with	any	risks	specific	to	this	venue	or	this	
event	drawn	to	their	aWen>on	in	any	rules	and	informa>on	produced	for	the	venue	or	event	
and	to	aWend	any	safety	briefing	held	for	the	event;		

10.		INSURANCE		

Each	 par>cipa>ng	 boat	 shall	 be	 insured	 with	 valid	 third-party	 liability	 insurance	 with	 a	
minimum	cover	of	not	less	than	£3,000,000	per	incident	or	the	equivalent.

1.		 BERTHING	AND	TRAILERS		

1.1		 Boats	shall	be	kept	in	their	assigned	area	on	the	ISC	landing	stage.		



1.2		 Please	note	that	the	staging	could	get	wet	at	high	water	so	all	gear	and	valuables	should	be	
leh	secure.		Boats	staying	on	the	stage	overnight	should	be	>ed	down.		

1.3		 Trailers	must	be	manhandled	from	the	road	to	the	Club	stage	as	vehicles	are	not	permiWed	
down	the	Club	Lane.	Parking	for	cars	is	available	at	the	Harbour	Conservancy	car	park	(Pay	&	
Display).		

		 Road	Trailers	may	remain	on	the	staging;	however,	the	staging	may	flood	at	high	water	Spring	
Tides.		

1.4		 For	 sailors	 arriving	 at	 the	 club	with	 a	 boat	 on	 a	 road	 trailer,	 especially	 at	 busy	 >mes,	 it	 is	
simplest	to	go	straight	into	the	Conservancy	Pay	and	Display	Car	Park,	unhitch	and	wheel	the	
boat	plus	sailing	kit	down	Club	Lane	on	to	the	stage.		Road	trailers	may	be	leh	in	the	car	park	
or	on	the	stage	under	your	dinghy.	Cars	are	not	permiWed	in	the	club	lane.		

2.		 CLUBHOUSE		

All	compe>tors	and	their	families	are	invited	to	use	the	facili>es	of	the	Club,	during	their	stay.	
They	will	be	deemed	to	be	Temporary	Members	for	the	dura>on	of	the	event,	and	as	such,	
shall	abide	by	all	the	Club's	rules	and	tradi>ons.			

3.		 DRESS		

Members	 and	 visitors	 to	 the	 club	 are	 asked	 to	 change	 from	 their	 sailing	 clothes	 in	 the	
evenings	and	dress	appropriately	for	the	>me	of	day.	 	It	is	recommended	that	valuables	are	
not	 leh	 in	 the	 changing	 rooms.	 Items	 of	 value	may	 be	 deposited	 with	 the	 Office	 for	 safe	
keeping,	at	owner’s	risk.
